BEAUMONT CURLING CLUB

LEAGUE RULES 2009- 2010
1. Each team must have four fully paid members. Teams registering a fifth member must do so before January 30th, 2008. The cost of each additional player will be $50.00. Registration fees are due on or before October 31st.

2. During league play, a team shall consist of no fewer than two registered team members.

3. Rovers may play any position, provided that in mixed curling the alternation of male/female rules for mixed curling applies. 

4. Spares that are registered at this Club may play lead or second, providing the alternation of male/female rules for mixed curling applies.

5. A Spare that is not registered at this club must play lead in the Ladies and Men’s leagues.

6. Regular league games shall be a maximum of 10 ends for the Men’s and Skins leagues. Ladies, Friday Mixed, and Monday Commercial/Open will play a maximum of 8 ends. 

7. A buzzer will be used 20 minutes before the game is to end for one or more of the following,

a.  If another draw is scheduled to go on the ice. 

b. When the buzzer sounds; finish the end that you are playing and one more. 

c. Should the buzzer sound prior to release of the first stone, only one end (that end) will be played. 

8. The office must be notified by the skips of each team in the event of a default. 

9. Points for regular league play will be awarded as follows:

Win = 2            Tie = 1               Loss = 0

10. All points will carry through the entire season (excluding playoffs)

11. At the completion of league play, a winner of each league will be declared. In the event of a tie, for first place only, a tiebreaker game must be played. 

12. Curling club is a smoke free place.

13. All other rules will follow NACCA rules. 

14. The rules committee and the Beaumont curling club shall decide on any disputes arising that are not covered above or in the NACCA rule book. That decision will be final!

I encourage everyone to contact Shanelle, Jessie or any of the executives with any comments, suggestions, or questions you may have.  We are trying to make your club an enjoyable place for all who participate or visit.
